Why Knowing Your Rights Matters 

Australia's legal framework is designed to protect all individuals, including international students. Being informed about your rights  
ensures fair treatment, access to necessary support, and the confidence to address any concerns. This knowledge not only enhances your 
educational journey but also safeguards your well-being. Here are some of your key Legal Rights. 
 

Quality Education and Fair Treatment: The Education Services for Overseas Students (ESOS) Act 2000 and the National Code of Practice 
for Providers of Education and Training to Overseas Students 2018 establish standards to ensure you receive high-quality education and 
are treated fairly by your institution.

Work Rights: As an international student, you are permitted to work up to 48 hours per fortnight. It's important to adhere to your visa 
conditions and be aware of your workplace rights under Australian law, including fair pay and safe working conditions. To know more

Consumer Protection: Australian Consumer Law protects you when engaging in contracts, such as enrollment agreements. If services are 
not delivered as promised, you have the right to seek remedies. To know more click on Study Australia 
 

Health and Well-being 

Maintaining Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC) is mandatory, ensuring you have access to necessary healthcare services during your 
stay.

This includes  
complying with visa conditions, maintaining satisfactory academic progress, and communicating promptly with your 
institution if challenges arise.
